The ministerial staff of your 
congregation meets every Monday 
morning to discuss a myriad of topics.  
After Scripture and prayer, we always 
have a period that I affectionately re-
fer to as “Time with Jef”.  This is the 
part of our weekly agenda where we 
pour onto Jef Powell, our Facility Man-
ager, the problems with the building 
or grounds that we have noticed or 
have been shared with us.  Jef, in turn, 
has the opportunity to inform and up-
date us on facility related issues as 
well.  It is a productive time.  Often, 
the things we share result from com-
monly held and believed myths.  In 
hopes of dispelling them, let me share 
with you a number of those facility-
related myths. 

 

Room lights are on a timer (or the cor-
ollary to that – the lights are on a mo-
tion sensor) – this is a myth.  Lights do 
not turn out on their own.  One Sun-
day night, when I noticed I was the 
last one here, I went through the 
building to do a little locking up.  I 

turned off over 40 lights.  We must 
combat that very popular myth and 
turn lights off when we leave a 
room. 

 

At midnight, items in the church 
automatically return to where they 
belong.  I just assumed that if I bor-
rowed a TV from a room or got some 
chairs from one classroom or a 
closet that they would magically re-
turn there in the wee hours of the 
morning.  Not so.  Things that are 
moved or borrowed need to be 
physically returned by someone.  
When I was growing up, my momma 
said that someone should be me if I 
moved it to begin with. 

 

Toilets flush themselves.  Though we 
have wonderful toilets, here at Fair-
mount, this is a myth.  Period. 

 

When we purchased the flooring for 
this building, we purchased only ma-
terials that were stain repellant.  

This too is a myth.  Our carpets and 
tiles need to be given immediate at-
tention when there is a spill. 

 

Problems are noticed by everyone.  
The result of that myth is that we be-
lieve we don’t have to report things 
that are broken, things that are 
spilled, or things that are missing.  The 
familiar myth of “someone else will do 
it” rears its frustrating head.  The staff 
of this congregation wants to respond 
to the issues that confront an aging 
facility.  And we want to confront 
them early on.  Tell someone. 

 

Consider these myths.  You may 
know of others.  Talk about them with 
your children.  They need to know 
that these myths are not true.  Our 
facilities are depending on us to put 
an end to the curse of these myths 
immediately. 

Myth Busting By: Rick Raines 

As Rick has been preaching through 
his “Coffeehouse Christians” series, 
our congregation is being reminded of 
some very fundamental values that 
we need to place as top priority.  One 
of those values is to “Be Welcoming”.   

 
As a church, Fairmount is very 
blessed to have numbers of families 
visit us each week for the first time.  
Last year alone, we had 191 families 
visit our church.  We routinely aver-
age 3-4 new families a week.  While 
that’s very encouraging news, we 

want those families to return week 
after week, become involved in what’s 
happening at Fairmount and eventu-
ally join our church family.  Obviously, 
we did not have 191 new families join 
the church last year, so we have a lot 
of room for improvement.

Dan, Sharon, Erich and Joshua Pruett 
have been located in Harare, Zim-
babwe, Africa since 1995.  Erich and 
Joshua were only 3 and 5 years old 
when they moved to Africa.  The 
Pruetts have been blessed by God in 
their mission work as they now sup-
port 18 churches and hope to spon-
sor 5 other churches that were aban-
doned in 1980 after independence.  
They also have sponsored a clinic in 
an area without medical help.   

 At this time the circum-
stances in the country are extremely 

difficult with inflation rising in Decem-
ber, 2007 at a rate of 115,000% and 
the economy continuing to crumble.  
Electricity is off 80% of the time and 
now they are without water.  In a re-
cent email, Dan stated that a box of 
cereal now costs $42 (U.S. ).  This is 
more than the African people make in 
month.  

  This mission needs our prayer 
and support.  It is critical that we pray 
for these servants of God to be sur-
rounded with His protection as they 
labor in these extreme conditions.
