Avenel Clersaint was born in
Port-au-Prince, Haiti in 1967 and
attended school in Haiti until he
earned a bachelors degree in
Theology in 1990. Fairmount sent a
short-term mission team to Cite
Soleil, Haiti in 1989 to build a church
for Leon Dorleans who was pastor
of the Cite Soleil Christian Church
and where Avenel was the youth
pastor. In 1996 Avenel came to
Ohio to attend graduate school at
Cincinnati Christian University
where he graduated with 3 different
masters. He received a Master of
Arts in Church Administration, a
Master of Religious Education and a
Master of Divinity.

The Lord has led Avenel to plant
churches in Haiti and at this time he
has planted 6. The 2 largest
churches are Tabarre and
Mirebalais. The Tabarre church

averages 750 on Sunday and Avenel
has just recently started a school
ministry that he supports with his
own money. The Mirebalais church
began in July of 2001 with 24
members and now they have over
450 every Sunday. This church also
has a school ministry with 140
children and 6 teachers. Avenel is
helping support this ministry and is
hoping to raise money for the
salaries of the teachers of the
schools and salaries for the
preachers of the churches he
oversees.

Avenel also taught at
Christianville University in Haiti for 8
years but is now focusing on growing
churches. With his education and
talent, Avenel is able to train the
pastors for the churches he plants.
The Fairmount Missions Teams has
supported Avenel since 1996 and
has followed his ministry and seen

what dedication he has for the Lord
and His work.

Avenel is married to Myrlene and
they have three children. Ralphis 14
years old, Angy is 9 years old and
Wendy is 3 years old.

Day. Avenel will be sharing his
mission work during the evening
service.
