We are tremendously blessed to 
have Bob here for the Celebration this 
year. 

 On Saturday, Bob will have two 
more messages and there will be a sepa-
rate time for a variety of informative 
workshops.  All right here under our 

roof (and a trailer or two!).  This year’s 
theme is a powerful one – “Leading 
through the Church”.  As you can see 
from the Celebration’s logo, a person 
stands at the door of the church.  
Headed in or headed out?  In both 
cases, Christians are asked to be leaders.  
Serving in the church – serving the com-
munity.  Making a difference in the 
world. 

 There is no registration fee this 
year!  It is a totally free event.  There is a 
full program for children, including child-
care for our youngest attendees.  In or-
der to be blessed by Bob’s messages, 
teens will be part of the main sessions, 
but will have a separate workshop time 
on Saturday.

183 
voting members cast ballots on the FY2009 
Budget and slate of officers.  A Bridge to the 
Future update was given by Doug Currier and 
Charlie Horner presented preliminary 
concepts for expansion of our facility.  
Emmerson Miles announced that an 
informational meeting for the congregation is 
scheduled for September 24th to further 
discuss expansion.  All ballot measures 
passed.  Over 97% of those voting approved 
the officers and over 96% of those voting 
approved the budget.  ƴ
