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This is a busy time of the year for our

team does.  Our S.A.L.T. team heads up 
local service opportunities such as our 
annual involvement in Mission To Vir-
ginia and CARITAS, coordinates short 
term mission trips to Mexico and Haiti 
as well as leading disaster relief efforts 
on the Gulf Coast of Texas and Louisi-
ana in the wake of devastating hurri-
canes.   

 Over the next 6 weeks or so, 
S.A.L.T. will have short term mission 
teams traveling on trips to Mexico to 
build homes for families, to Haiti in or-
der to provide medical assistance and 
to Mountain Mission School in Grundy, 
Virginia to assist in work projects at the 
school complex.  S.A.L.T. also will be

 This summer, S.A.L.T. will be send-
ing a short term mission team from 
Fairmount to Poland for the first time.  
However, there is one project that 
S.A.L.T. is working on for this summer

 On Saturday, June 27th, a team of 
people from the non-profit ministry 
Crossroads Missions will be at Fair-
mount to lead us in the building of walls 
for 3 homes.  All of the work will take 
place in the parking lot of the church.  
Fairmount will build the walls for these 
homes and then they will be shipped 

down to Orange, Texas where the 
homes will be put together for families 
who have lost their homes due to the 
flooding caused by Hurricane Ike this 
past September.   

 If Orange, Texas sounds familiar to

strong relationship with the local Chris-
tian Church in Orange and a minister 
there named Bobby Granger.  Beginning 
in 2005, after Hurricanes Katrina and 
Rita tore through Louisiana and Texas, 
Fairmount has sent several teams to 
Orange, Texas to assist in hurricane re-
lief work.  Our first relief team met 
Bobby Granger at a Christian Service 
Camp in Louisiana after Hurricane 
Katrina and immediately formed a bond 
with him.  He has been our contact per-
son for all of our relief trips to the Gulf 
Coast.  The houses we build with Cross-
roads Missions will be shipped to Bobby 
Granger in Orange, Texas and be given 
to families Bobby has had a hand in se-
lecting.  Bobby and his wife will be join-

and we are hoping to send teams from 
Fairmount back to Orange, Texas to be a 
part of putting the walls together for 
these homes.

pate in.  The team from Crossroads Mis-
sions will precut all of our lumber.  All 
that we have to do is hammer nails.  
Each house that we will build contains 
about 60 walls.  That means that we will 
have approximately 60 wall building sta-
tions in our parking lot.  Each wall will 
take about 20-30 minutes to complete.  
If all goes well, we can have the walls for 
an entire house built in half an hour and 

all three homes completed in under 
two hours!   

 Besides building the walls for 
these homes, there will also be a wor-
ship component to the day.  The team 
from Crossroads Missions will lead us 
in a worship service as well as a dedi-
cation service for the houses.  Our day 
will end with a celebration meal, 
grilled by Mike Banton.
