By: Larry Haake, IV

his past week the Fairmount

Family received a letter de-

tailing an additional item to

be considered at the Annual
Congregational Meeting on Wednesday,
July 8. The letter discussed a proposal to
borrow up to $1 million for expansion
and Capital Improvements. The expan-
sion portion of this money will be for a
Fellowship/Ministry Area that is planned
to be built behind the Sanctuary.

Since then, many of you have no doubt
been curious about what this building is
to be used for, why is it now to be built
first, and when will more information be
available.

Information about this building will be
available on Sunday, July 5 and it will
also be discussed in detail at the Congre-
gational Meeting on July 8.

This Fellowship Building has been in the
planning stages since the first of the
year. It will greatly aid in our efforts to
provide more space for adult and chil-
dren’s classes on Sunday mornings and
provide a place for fellowship meals,
wedding receptions, funeral receptions,
Ministry lunches, dinners and other
functions which require space for about
100 people. This addition will also fea-
ture a kitchen to heat up prepared
foods.

This building, which will be around 3,400
square feet, will help to free up space in

Fairmount Mission Focus: Luc Aristhene

This month's mission focus is on Luc Aris-
thene, senior pastor of the Blanchard
Church in Haiti. Fairmount has been a
faithful supporter of the Haiti Outreach
Ministries for many years and Luc has
become an integral part of this ministry.
He was recently quoted as saying, "Being
pastor to the Blanchard Church is defi-
nitely a privilege | cannot take for
granted. The very first day | became sen-
ior pastor to this church, | knew | was
offered one of life's greatest opportuni-
ties to serve God and the people of
Haiti."

Fairmount also supports the mission of
Leon Dorleans in Haiti, a mentor of Luc's.
It has been said that if Leon Dorleans is
the "Moses" of Haiti Outreach Minis-
tries, then Luc Aristhene is the "Joshua",
the next generation of leadership in ac-
tive training. Luc started attending
Leon's church in Cite Soleil at the age of
seventeen. After about a year of attend-
ing, Pastor Leon challenged Luc on the
spot to preach his first sermon to the
church during an Easter revival, and he
did. Leon would never give up on con-
vincing Luc to go to Bible school, so Luc
finally decided to listen to the Lord and
become obedient to His call.

In 1997, Luc began his Bible training in
Haiti. Two years later, the Lord gave him
the opportunity to continue his training
and education in the United States. He
first attended Kentucky Christian College
(now, Kentucky Christian University) and
then completed his education at Cincin-
nati Bible Seminary (which is now named
Cincinnati Christian University). He says,
"I knew from the very start, | could not
take for granted the opportunity and |
should make the best of it. | will always
be grateful to KCC and CBS and to all the
churches and the individual friends who
contributed to make that happen." Fair-
mount was a part of that effort.

While he was finishing up his seminary
education, he met his wife to be, Louisa.
Luc and Louisa had been friends for
years and he finally came to realize that

she was a young woman "made in
heaven that he could not afford to let
go." They were married on July 26,
2003. They have been blessed with a
son, L.J., and recently with a daughter,
Laura Gloria. You can probably meet
their son, L.J., over the next several
weeks. He is staying with the Collie fam-
ily who have been gracious hosts. | am
sure that he would be pleased to know
that his family is in our thoughts and
prayers.

Haiti is a tough place to live. It is the
poorest country in the Western Hemi-
sphere and the mission there needs our
continued prayerful and financial sup-
port. The need there is great, but the
message is reaching many and the mis-
sion is growing. Luc says that he "is
dreaming about a Blanchard Church that
will continue to always look for ways and
opportunities to reach out to the com-
munity to show God's love and care as
we present the Good News of Salvation
in Jesus Christ." Jesus instructed his dis-
ciples to "go and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of
the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey
everything | have commanded you."
Please pray that God's Kingdom will con-
tinue to grow in Haiti and throughout
the world as His name is praised and glo-
rified in all nations "to the very end of
the age." v
