This past summer, plans for phase one
of construction were unveiled. It in-
cludes a 3,400 square foot addition be-
ing built adjacent to the rear of the
sanctuary wing of the building. When
completed in the spring, it will accom-
modate adult Bible school classes mak-
ing use of a partitioned wall which can
be opened up and hold events for up to
150 people. The addition will also have
a kitchen for warming and storing pre-
prepared food.
