IDES as-
sists those in need through 5 main areas 
of service 

Disasterτ Since disasters strike without 
warning it is imperative that funds be on 
hand to help with initial emergency 

needs like food, water, medicine, and 
shelter. Time is then allowed for the 
more long-term needs such as cleanup 
and rebuilding. 

Hunger - Hunger needs are ever present, 
and if not met, can cause death or ill-
nesses leading to death. Several special 
programs have been developed to raise 
funds for this problem. Programs in-
clude: Vacation Bible School (VBS), Har-
vest of Talents (HOTS), the Manna Pro-
ject (24 hour fasting, praying, and giving 
program), SonFish Banks and gifts given 
in Honor or Memory of someone. 

Medical - This area includes medical 
equipment, medicine, and medical sup-
plies. It also includes emergency treat-
ment, transportation, and special assis-
tance to missionaries or others in need. 

Development - Development projects 
offer a “hands up”, not just a “handout”, 

so people can provide for themselves 
instead of remaining dependant on oth-
ers for their daily needs.  Projects in-
clude animal and other farming endeav-
ors , wells/water systems, and equipping 
people with job skills which enable them 
to make a living. 

Evangelism - Evangelism remains the 
focal point for the IDES ministry, giving 
honor to the One who gives life, help 
and hope.
