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The Fairmount Family will come to-
gether on Tuesday, July 13th for our 
Annual Business Meeting.  Preceding 
the meeting, a fellowship supper will be 
served in the Family Life Center.  The 
business meeting begins at 7:00pm in 
the sanctuary.  On the agenda for the 
meeting is the FY2011 budget as well as 
resolutions on incorporating the church. 
 Currently, Fairmount has three trus-
tees elected by the Congregation. These 
Trustees hold in trust the assets and 
property of the church for the unincor-

porated membership association. There-
fore, they are at risk personally for liabili-
ties of the church. In addition, leaders 
and members may be at risk. Under a 
corporation, Trustees are no longer nec-
essary and the Corporation acts as a 
shield to protect Church leaders and 
members from personal liabilities. The 
incorporation of Fairmount is vitally im-
portant to long term viability and day-to-
day operations. In the past churches gen-
erally had low risk and limited liability. 
However, our society has changed. In 
recent years there has been a substantial 
increase in lawsuits and judgment 
amounts and a purposeful targeting of 
churches by the secular legal community. 

Churches are seen as a new “deep 
pocket”. 
 Incorporation will provide as much 
protection from personal liability for our 
leaders and members as allowed by law. 
Approval of the following resolutions 
which will appear on the ballot for our 
annual meeting will authorize our Elders 
to form the necessary structure to ac-
complish our corporate goal. 
 

RESOLUTIONS 
 THE ELDERS of the Church having 
studied the issue of the formation of a 
Corporation (or Corporations) to hold the 
title of the Church property and to carry 
on the business of the Church having 
come to the conclusion it would be in the 
best interest of the Church. The Elders 
having recommended to the Members of 
the congregation to approve such forma-
tion and transfer, it is therefore 
 RESOLVED that the Members of the 
congregation have met and voted and by 
their vote hereby approve the formation 
of a Corporation (or Corporations) to 
hold the title to all Church properties, 
and for the operation of all Church busi-
nesses. 
 IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the 
Elders retain Counsel and take steps nec-
essary to complete the formation of the 
Corporation(s) and the subsequent trans-
fer of the property of the Church and the 
operations of the Church to the said Cor-
poration(s). That in order to complete 
the same they are hereby authorized to 
execute and deliver such documents as 
maybe necessary to complete the forma-
tion and transfer. ƴ
