Our trips this summer 
included our usual places such as weekly visits to 
Pocahontas State Park for swimming, but also 
included visits to places like the Virginia Safari 
Park in Natural Bridge, where our 3rd graders 
had the opportunity to experience, up close, 
animals such as camels, zebras, bison, ostriches, 
potbelly pigs, giraffes and a wide range of other 
zoo animals.

to put aside studying , we did open up 
the Bible and study God’s word.  This 
summer each Group (we have children 
divided into four different groups ac-
cording to grade level) had a ten week 
“We Fit” program of their own.  But 
while the Sunday Sermons have focused 
on a fit church, our “We Fit” talked 
about how we all fit into God’s plan of 
salvation. 

Throughout the summer, we kept par-
ents up to date with what we were do-
ing through a wide variety of mediums.  
This summer, we began utilizing what’s 
called “New Media” - online content.  
Through websites like Twitter 
(ǘǿƛǧŜǊΦŎƻƳκŦŀƛǊƳƻǳƴǘ) and Facebook 
(ŦŀŎŜōƻƻƪΦŎƻƳκŦŀƛǊƳƻǳƴǘ), we posted 
information about field trips, Bible les-
sons, calendar updates, links to various 
places we were visiting, and general in-
formation about not only the Child Care, 
but about Fairmount as well. 

Since we began using the online ser-
vices, our Facebook and Twitter pages 
have been one of our primary tools to 
get information out to parents.  We cur-
rently have 72 fans on our Facebook 
page and 84 followers on Twitter, and 
anyone can access either page without 
having to be a member of Facebook or 
Twitter. 

In addition to using these online ser-
vices, the Fairmount Christian Website 
(ŦŀƛǊƳƻǳƴǘŎƘǊƛǎǝŀƴΦƻǊƎ) has a page for 
the Child Care Program.  On this page 
we have our current Parent Handbook 
which details information about the 
Child Care Program, the 2010-2011 Reg-
istration form, and the Activities Calen-
dars from this past summer.

We begin our 15th school year in two 
weeks with 74 students from six differ-
ent schools.  This is also our third school 
year offering morning care for children 
from 7:00 am until it is time for school 
to begin.  Those students who attend 

Cold Harbor Elementary are picked up 
by bus 283, and students attending the 
other schools are delivered by Fair-
mount’s buses.  

A typical afternoon begins roughly about 
2:40 pm when children begin arriving 
from school.  Hanover County delivers 
children to Fairmount from Cold Harbor 
Elementary on Bus 283 and from Stone-
wall Jackson Middle on Bus 126.  The 
Fairmount buses pick up from the other 
schools. The students are divided, as in 
summer, into four different groups ac-
cording to grade:  

¶ Group 1: K/1st grades 

¶ Group 2: 2nd/3rd grades 

¶ Group 3: 4th grade 

¶ Group 4: 5th/6th grades.   

Each group has a schedule for the after-
noon balancing time between their 
classroom, the gym, and the playground.  

While in class, children have the oppor-
tunity to do their homework, they re-
ceive a Bible lesson, and they have time 
to just play and unwind from the day.  
The schedule is designed to last until 
closing time at 6:00 pm. 

This year, their Bible lessons will be rein-
forced with a weekly “chapel” time.  
During the summer, we called it 
“Summer Sunday School” and it was an 
hour where we went over the material 
learned during the week and talked 
about how it could apply to us today.  
They also had and will continue to have 
the opportunity to test their Bible 
knowledge and memorization skills for 
prizes. 

We are looking forward to a fantastic 
school year, and God has blessed us 
with a great staff who work with the 
kids and work behind the scenes to en-
sure a good program that has minis-

tered to this community since 1996. ƴ
